WAKE FOREST, NC -- Recent data from the
Barna Research Group reveals that 50% of
Protestant churchgoers in the United States
are not born again. In addition, Barna has
discovered that 44% of Americans are
“notional Christians.” These 90 million peo-
ple describe themselves as Christians but do
not believe that their eternal hope is based on
a personal relationship with Jesus and a belief
in His death and resurrection.

Reaching the “7:21 Window"

These statistics are fully in line with biblical
teaching. In Mat thew 7:21, Jesus said, “Not
everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord, will
enter the kingdom of heaven.” He also says
that many will cry out,“Lord, Lord; only

to hear Him say, “I never knew you”

(Matt. 7:22-23).

The staggering numbers of lost church-
goers and notional Christians mean that a
wide window for ministry is open; the
“7:21 Window?” The pressing question, then,
becomes, “How does the church reach the
7:21 Window?”

The Intra-Evangelism Solution

Second, intra-evangelism will lead to a
spiritual awakening within churches. As the
percentage of Christians in a church increas-
es, spiritual vitality will also increase as more
people will use their gifts, talents, and
resources for the Lord. As a church focuses
on strengthening its own spiritual condition,
it will become better equipped to reach the
lost beyond its own walls.
